of his suffering while maintaining his moral integrity. In the opening

section of the speech, Job longs for justice and blames God directly for

his suffering. I n the part of the speech sel ec
condition as the life of a slave whose days are running out without hope of relief. Such a
description might fit the captor's understandi
that God lovingly fashioned him and once granted him grace and favor.

Following all the conversations between Job and his accusers, the Lord finally speaks to

Job in his dramatic speeches from the whirlwind. He does not provide Job with a written
indictment citing his sins, nor does he give
Rather, he asks questions that confront Job with the limits of his understanding, questions

that point to the divine order in a universe that does not revolve around human concerns.

(Sound familiar?) Job06s response is to repent
not on the basis of a neat theology of reward and punishment, but in a humble yet trusting
faith in a powerful God who orders the univer
