Todayõs readings:  
1 Samuel 3:3b-10; 19   1 Corinthians 6:13c-15a, 17-20   John 1:35-42 

Samuel is one of the earliest prophets to be mentioned in Scripture. As 
the leader of a band of prophets, Samuel ushered in the monarchy in 
Israel by anointing Saul. Samuel also functioned as a judge. In Psalm 99 
and again in Jeremiah, Samuel is linked with Moses as one of Israelõs 
great intercessors. In todayõs text we have the account of his call.  

A call! Donõt we wish we could clearly discern a call? Who does not want to do the will of 
God? Usually, itõs not easy, and the challenge even provides stories for novels, plays, and 
movies. During this yearõs Advent and Christmas seasons, a local PBS station ran The Nunõs 
Story, in which the heroine struggles to accept the role assigned by her community when it 
did not jibe with her wishes, and Olney Theatre Center presented The Sound of Music, in 
which trying to answer Godõs call is a central theme. 

While our efforts may not be dramatic, they can be unsettling. A call ñwhether coming from 
within or from some outer source ñimmediately suggests something new, and therefore, a future. 
We may feel securely settled or comfortably fixed, then we meet someone or read something that 
suggests a whole new way of looking at the world. Are we being called to something new?  

The following lines were written by a woman at the age of ninety -four:  

Something soft and gentle 
Glides through your fingers 
and it seems to grab your hand and lead you 
On to something greater 
if you only had the sense to follow it.

Haiti Update 2012  

T  hank you to all who generously gave to our Sister 
Parish Project. I am ecstatic to report that we 
have exceeded our goal for the Elementary 

School Lunch and Milk programs. You may never truly 
know how much of a difference your contributions make 
in the lives of the children and families in Baradéres.  

Our Sister Parish Committee (SPC) members have 
been very hard at work as well. 
Our next visit will be  
January 27. We are thrilled to  
be implementing the water  
purification program for fami-
lies in Baradéres. Tony Maurelli 
and his daughter Odile will 
travel to work with the Gift of 
Water program staff to set-up 
the two bucket systems dis-
played at the Alternative Gift 
Bazaars over the past few years. 
With the help of the Raskob 
Foundation, a funding organi-
zation that supports the Roman 
Catholic Church and institu-
tions and organizations identi-
fied with it throughout the 
world, and SJB parishioners, we have raised over $12,000 
for this program.  

Also during this visit, Dominique Parker and Marcy 
Fine, SPC members and  Montgomery County high 

school teachers, fluent in French, will set-up the Rosetta 
Stone English program in the high school. We will carry 
five laptops, USB headsets, mouse, laptop locks, laptop 
cases, ten Rosetta Stone multi-user modules for levels 1-3, 
and nine copies of Computers for Dummies in French. 

Through the diligence, enthusiasm and generosity  
of Jane Young, we will also start to set-up a biology lab. 

Jane, another parishioner and 
SPC member who lives in  
Florida (her family lives in  
Silver Spring) has been commu-
nicating with companies for  
the past year seeking donations 
of French books, as well as sci-
ence and biology lab equipment. 
She has secured books and  
supplies from all over the US. 
       Even the Religious  
Education Kindergarten  
students will have a presenta-
tion on Haiti by SPC member 
Catherine Norton Valverdes  
on January 15, followed by a 
frantic session of rosary making 
for the students in Baradéres. 

Their goal is to make one rosary for every student. This 
will probably take many years with the 1,800 elementary 
school students in Baradéres and the outlying chapels, 
but they are committed to the task at hand.
