Todayõs readings:  
Jonah 3:1-5, 10   1 Corinthians 7:29-31   Mark 1:14-20 

Like two sacred bookends, the first reading from Deuteronomy and 
the Marcan Gospel complement one another. Together, they attest  
to the truth that Godõs promises are always fulfilled. Speaking for 
God, Moses announced that God would raise up from among the  
Israelites a prophet who would also speak for God, as he did. òListen 
to this prophet,ó advised Moses. When Jesus began his public ministry 

in Capernaumõs synagogue, those present sensed that his words were empowered by God.  
He spoke with such authority that even evil spirits listened and obeyed.  

Todayõs gospel passage concludes with the words: òHis fame spread everywhere throughout  
the whole region of Galilee.ó Within decades, Jesus was being hailed as much more than a teller 
of simple tales, a persuasive teacher, a healer. His resurrection from the dead made all the 
difference. Jesusõ superiority to the angels needed to be claimed in those early years. Unlike 
us, his followers did not have countless generations of believers to fall back on. 

So today we ask ourselves é 
Do we believe the words we pray and proclaim? Or do we just say them, listen to them,  
casually? Have we repented and believed in the good newsñwhich means, among other 
things, developing the art of looking at every human being with compassion? Are the signs 
we perform as strong as the words we utter? Are we emissaries of God in everything we do? 

The answer to these questions can only be found in our hearts.

Five ways to òget moreó out of Mass.   

Pray daily ñ(last week) 

Bring more than yourself to Mass ñIf you want to get more 
out of Mass, you have to bring more than yourself to it.  

In your mind and heart, bring the names of those 
people who have asked you to pray for them; those you 
love who are hurting this week; those people and places 
in the news that are suffering. Bring your joys, things  
you are grateful for this week; and your sorrows, your 
burdens, regrets, and worries this week.  
Bring moneyé no kidding. Giving money at Mass is 

really not optional. Our Christian sacrifice is not some 
vague theoretical idea. We have to give something of 
ourselves that is a real sacrificeñsomething weõd rather 
not give up. For most of us today, thatõs money. The col-
lection at Mass isnõt just a way the Church pays its bills. 
Itõs primarily the way we bring ourselvesñòthe work of 
human handsó along with the òfruit of the earthóñto the 
altaré Giving money at Mass is also a way we express 
our trust in Godé 

Lastly, bring your voice. Like putting money in the 
collection, singing is not optional. If you think you have 
an awful voice, make it part of your sacrifice to give back 
to God what God gave you!  
If you canõt bring  
yourself to do even  
that, then at least pick  
up the songbook and  
pretend to sing. Part  
of your responsibility  
is to encourage others  
to take their response- 
bility seriously too.  
Others will feel more  
comfortable singing if the people around them are sing-
ing or at least look like theyõre singing too. So donõt  
hinder someone elseõs singing by keeping silent when itõs 
time for everyone to sing.
